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Nick

Nick was the first candidate that i2i signed up to Wigan Coaching Academy. 

 

Whilst on the course he applied for a job with Wigan Leisure and Culture Trust (WLCT) as a Fitness Instructor. He was successful and has remained in employment with them ever since.

 

Two weeks ago, while Nick was on duty in the gym, a 15 year old lad collapsed whilst on a piece of fitness equipment. Nick rushed to help him, but when he got there the young man was not breathing and had no pulse - no signs of life at all. Nick started to use CPR and with another team member utilised the defibrillator - this carried on until the paramedics arrived.

 

The young lad, who for all intents and purposes had died, regained consciousness, sat upright and eventually left the gym speaking normally.

 

Since the event, Nick has spoken to the family of the young man and has found out that his uncle died aged 15 from the same heart problem and that without the quick, and heroic actions of Nick and colleagues, he may well have died.

 

The Area Manager of WLCT has since pointed out an important chain of events: Without Nick coming to i2i, being helped to apply for the position and eventually getting the job, would this young lad have survived?

 

Amazing to think how we have been a part of this in some small way. I know (through the Area Manager) that WLCT are looking to reward/honour Nick and the Team in some way and are trying to make the local population aware, but at the moment the family have not given permission for this.
